As part of a growing and thriving
ministry, the Student Pastor will play a key role in discipling students, supporting their families, and
leading students into deeper relationships with Christ.

RESPONSIBILITIES

1. Visionary Leadership & Strategic Planning

e Collaborate with the Campus Pastor of Family Ministries to develop and implement a compelling
vision for the middle and high school student ministries that align with the overall mission and
vision of LIFEGATE Church.

¢ Lead the ministry through regular evaluations of effectiveness, adjusting strategies as needed to
ensure growth, engagement, and impact.

e Must develop outreach, short-term mission trips, and community engagement for students to live
missionally and share the love of Christ.

2. Preaching & Teaching

e Preach regularly in the middle and high school ministry settings, including weekly gatherings,
Bible studies, retreats, and events.

e Lead worship services and develop the student’s understanding of what it means to encounter
God and grow in their faith.

3. Pastoral Care & Discipleship

e Provide pastoral care and discipleship to students, walking alongside them as they navigate the
challenges of adolescence with a biblical perspective.

Oversee the logistics, planning, and execution of events, ensuring they are well-organized and
aligned with the ministry's vision.

Create opportunities for students to build relationships with one another and engage in serving
others, both locally and globally.

7. Administrative & Operational Duties

Manage the student ministry’s calendar, budget, and resources in coordination with the Campus
Pastor of Family Ministries.

Maintain records of student participation, attendance, volunteer schedules, and other key ministry
activities.
